TABLE ROTATION

Set begins with a “Celebration”

- Louis enters the stage with his 

Trumpet and plays a number that 

Tiana and Naveen promenade in on.

- Tiana and Naveen dance in the 

center, thank Louis, and tell him to 

“pick up the pace.”

- They invite everyone to dance on 

the dance floor while they begin 

making their table rounds

A “set” is one full rotation of the 

restaurant, should take each performer 

about 45 minutes
